• Does the question pose a reasonable challenge? Does it require learners to construct their own meaning and support it with information they have gathered?

• Does the question allow for creative approaches and unique responses?

• Does the question require learners to answer “how” and “why”?

• Does the question help to uncover the subjects’ controversies?

• Does the question in some way connect to learners’ lives?
